A non-native plant is a plant not know to historically 
occur in an area 



Each year, the WA State Noxious Weed Control Board adopts, by rule (WAC 16-750), 

the State Noxious Weed List. This list determines which plants are noxious weeds and 

where eradication and control will be required in Washington State. This approach 

directs control activities of land owners - both public and private - to be prioritized 

towards the protection and enhancement of Washington's agriculture and natural 

areas in the most cost-effective manner.

Class A Noxious Weeds:

Non-native species that are limited in distribution in Washington. 

State law requires that these weeds be eradicated.

Class B Noxious Weeds: 

Non-native species that are either absent from or limited in distribution 

in some portions of the state but abundant  in other areas. Class B's 

are designated for required control by the state where species are 

limited or not occurring. Where they are already widespread, goal is to 

contain and prevent their spread into designated areas. If not 

designated by the state, counties can choose to mandate control or 

may educate and recommend their control.

Class C Noxious Weeds: 

Species that are typically already widespread. State does not require 

control of Class C noxious weeds. Counties can choose to enforce control, 

or they can educate residents about controlling these noxious weeds.

Å Cost in terms of dollars E.g., cause over $210 billion in damage 
nationally (Pimental, 2005) & over $100 million potential 
ecomomicdamage in WA State (WA Dept. of Agriculture).

Å E.g., Scotch broom costs OR State $47 million in reduced timber 
production every year and $2 billion on hay to replace lost forage 
due to Starthistleinfestations.
